Peace Officer Memorial Day Observance, May 9 

 
Three names of officers who died serving Riverside County  

to be added to monument during ceremony in Riverside on Monday, May 9th 
 
Riverside, CA -- Riverside County law enforcement agencies and surviving family 
members will remember those peace officers who have died in the line of duty at a 
solemn ceremony at the “Safe In His Arms” memorial statue, at 4102 Orange St., 
in Riverside, beginning promptly at 6:15 p.m. The public is invited to attend. 
 
The ceremony, steeped in police service traditions, recognizes those who died in 
service prior to 2011. Names to be added to the memorial monument this year are 
one Riverside Police Officer who died in 2010, one Riverside County Deputy Sheriff 
who died in 1994, and one Riverside County Special Deputy who was possibly the 
first recorded killed in the line of duty in 1895. 
 
Riverside Police Officer Ryan Bonaminio was shot and killed on November 7th 2010.  
Riverside County Deputy Sheriff Mark Kemp died on November 9th, 1994 during a 
severe asthma attack that stemmed from an exposure to dangerous chemicals.  
Special Deputy Frank Hamilton was killed by gunshot wound on April 8th, 1895. 
 
Senior law enforcement officials taking part include, Master of Ceremonies Riverside 
Police Department Chief Sergio G. Diaz, Riverside County Sheriff Stanley Sniff and 
Riverside County District Attorney Paul Zellerbach, . 
 
The names of the three individuals will join seven United States Border Patrol 
agents, nineteen Riverside County Sheriff’s deputies, fourteen Riverside Police 
officers, nine California Highway Patrol officers, two Palm Springs Police officers and 
one each from Cathedral City Police Department, Corona Police Department, 
California Bureau of Narcotics Enforcement and Union Pacific Railroad (see 
attached complete listing). 
 
There will be free parking available in the parking structure located at Orange Street 
and 12th  Street.
