Interim Chairman Garcia called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m.

TRAINING
Police Chief Russ Leach gave a brief introduction and overview of the organizational structure of the
Riverside Police Department and of the Office of the Chief of Police and then introduced Assistant Chief
Mike Smith.

Assistant Chief Mike Smith spoke briefly about the Department structure and then introduced Deputy
Chief Audrey Wilson, who gave a more detailed overview of the various divisions, units and programs
within the Department. Capt. Mike Blakely spoke regarding the Investigation Division, the General and
Special Investigations Bureaus within that division, and the organizational structures and functions of each
bureau. Capt. Terry Osborne spoke briefly, encouraging the Commissioners to sign up to do sit-alongs in
Dispatch and ride-alongs in patrol cars.

Capt. Richard Dana spoke briefly about Personnel Services. He introduced Lt. Andy Pytlak, who spoke in
greater detail about Recruiting and Personnel. Lt. Bob Meier spoke regarding the responsibilities and
function of Internal Affairs, the Department’s personnel complaint policy and the disciplinary process.

The Commission adjourned at 8:40 p.m.
