Police seek witnesses to Downtown collision

Riverside, CA -- Riverside Police responded to the scene of a vehicle-bicycle
collision at about 11 a.m., Tuesday morning, March 18, at the corner of University
Avenue and Fairmount Boulevard.

According to initial investigation, a
61-year-old transient woman rode a [g
bicycle  from  Fairmount onto
University Avenue, into the path of a
westbound automobile. The 19-year-
old driver, from Riverside, was
unable to stop. The woman was
transported by AMR ambulance to
Riverside  Community  Hospital,
where she subsequently died of her
injuries.
